Starting ShowReport 
 
Welcome to ShowReport. 
This document will guide you through ShowReport, familiarising you with its look and feel. 
Screenshots will be used in abundance, as ShowReport is developed to be as self-explanatory as possible. No 
action within ShowReport is that complicated that it needs an extensive help file. 
ShowReport is an add-on for SparkleFlow and a tool for packaging management. In this document we 
therefore will not elaborate on the basic concepts of packaging and packaging management. 
 
ShowReport can be started in two ways: either separately by clicking the shortcut or the ShowReport.exe 
file, or by clicking the ShowReport icon in the Main Dialog of SparkleFlow. 
 

When starting ShowReport separate from SparkleFlow, the application will be fully functional with 
the exception of PackageSelect functionality (with which you can switch active packages in 
SparkleFlow). All a manager needs is a link to the ShowReport.exe and access to the PackageShare 
directory where all application data is stored. One easy-to-use lightweight software solution for all 
your management information and reports! 
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Highlights 
 
With ShowReport you have purchased a very powerful query tool that provides you with all the management 
information you would like to know about a software (re)packaging project. 
 
ShowReport offers you a combined view of application details. No more labour intensive manual bundling of

SparkleFlow allows you to create an 
extra Application Details Tab with the SparkleFlow Configurator, which you can design to your own 
likings. Add this extra Tab to SparkleFlow, make sure your people fill in the data during the project 
and ShowReport will simply add the tab contents to your view. 

 
Now that is a lot of information. Maybe even too much. Well, why not make your own selection of what to 
show on an overview? All you need to do is uncheck the boxes of the columns you want to hide. It really is 
that easy.

For all the intricate calculations, making of handouts and interaction with other applications, ShowReport 
offers export functionality to Excel. 
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Main view 
 
ShowReport opens in a new window. The look and feel of ShowReport is the same as of SparkleFlow. 
In this Main View we can find all application statuses and application details as select columns. As a pull-
down menu, the five Tabs (File, Statistics, Select, Docs and Tools) add extra functionality. We will discuss the 
Tabs in the next chapter. 

 
 
 
Default, ShowReport sorts on Package name. Of course, you can choose to select on any given column, like 
e.g. Status, Priority or Due date by clicking the column title. 
Default, packages with a status Obsolete are shown in red. Packages can get the status Obsolete by being 
rejected by e.g. the Discovery engineer or the Distributor.
